Books by Lawrence Green 

Lawrence Green wrote over 30 books spanning 40 years between 1933 and 1972.  His work gives a fascinating and 
lyrical insight into mid c20 century Africa and its islands.  Green was a reporter for the Cape Argus and more 
interested in a story than the finer details of accuracy but the depth of his investigation to find a story was renowned.  
His writings can be the main source for events and people that have long since been forgotten as demonstrated by 
the authors of the new book on Gough island (No 221 ) using his story of the ill-conceived Gough Island diamond 
exploration expedition in Eight Bells at Salamander.   

The publishing history of Green’s books is complicated.  The early titles were fist published in the UK but after the 
war Howard Timmins in Cape Town became his publisher. Most books were re-issued in the UK under another title 
and in some cases with significant text changes.  The anthology Islands Time Forgot pulled together some of his 
best island writing but it is necessary to read the originals to get all the stories and to feel Green’s affection for 
lonely places and Tristan da Cunha in particular.
